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Advancing gender equity includes helping women manage the high cost of earning a 4-year degree. Each year, AAUW-SJ grants scholarships to women who have demonstrated both academic achievement and community commitment as they prepare to complete their undergraduate education. In 2025 alone, AAUW-SJ awarded more than $150,000 in scholarships to 19 local students.
